Congratulations  on  your  new  position!    Marathon  Mission  has  been  hosting  Pasta  Suppers  for  this 
fundraiser a number of years.  Whether you’ve been hosting meals for many years or this is your first time, 
it is our desire to make this event the most it can be for your participants.  Remember Col. 3:23 “Whatever 
you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men…”   

   
 Plan your Location, it should be:

 Evening Agenda Suggestions 
o 4:00 to 5:00  Dinner 
o 5:00 to 5:10  Worship 
o 5:10   Offering for MM; Marathon Mission is a non‐profit organization, 100% of the pledges go 

to your organization, please consider taking an offering to help Marathon Mission continue 
in its efforts.  

o 5:15 to 6:00  Short program to include:

Marathon Mission  has  been  participating  in marathons  for  as  a 
fundraiser  for  a  number  of  years.   Whether  you’re  new  to marathons  or  this  is  your  first  time,  it  is  our 
desire to make this event the most it can be for your participants.  Remember Col. 3:23 “Whatever you do, 
work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men…”   
 
 Transportation ‐ You may choose to plan for transportation for you participants, to and from the 

race.  If so, you’ll want to start collecting names of those desiring a ride about one month before the 
race.  Don’t forget to recruit enough drivers.  

 Photographs and Videos ‐ Arrange for a photographer to shoot photos of this time.  A group photo 
at the start line is a must!  If you have the means to get video footage, we strongly encourage that.  
Please send some of your best to Lisa@MarathonMission.net. 

 Contact with the Race Director: (Lisa Harper is available to make the initial contact) 
o Refer them to the Marathon Mission website, www.MarathonMission.net 
o A good meeting location for your team prior to the race

THE SUNRISE CELEBRATION 
Sunrise Celebration is an important step to the Marathon Mission process.   Your team will benefit from 
this pre‐race assembly.  Be sure to establish this area with the race director as soon as possible and have 
maps ready at the Pasta Supper. 

 2 hours Prior to Race ‐ Arrange to meet at a designated spot 2 hours before the race.  This allows 
for plenty of time to worship and help each other get their gear straight, numbers pinned on shirts, 
and timing chips on shoes (if needed). 

 Worship  – 15 minutes into the start‐up gathering begin worship, a guitar is good for this worship 
segment.  Plan for 1 hour of songs that most people are familiar with so they can sing along, with 15 
or 20 minutes of that hour dedicated to corporate singing.   

 Read a Couple Scriptures – recommended:  
Hebrews 12:1‐2 Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let   
  us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run  
  with perseverance the race marked out for us.  Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and  
  perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame,  
  and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 

 I Corinthians 9:24‐25  Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only one  
  gets the prize?
